Louis
became blind by accident, when he was 3
years old. Deep in his Dad's harness
workshop, Louis tried to be like his Dad, but
things went very wrong. He grabbed his
Dad's awl and the tool slid and hurt his eye.
The wound got infected, the infection
spread, and soon, Louis was blind in both
eyes. So be careful with those sharp tools.

IT you are finding your eyes aren’t as sharp
as they used to be, nothing to do with age
number increasing of course, you may find it
more difficult to thread a needle. Try
putting hair spray or hair gel on the end of
the thread. It stiffens the fibers, making it
easier to keep the threads together.
