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Minutes 4-12-11 

 

Meeting was called to order at 7:05.  A motion was made and seconded to dispense with the reading of the minutes and all were in favor. 

Everyone was reminded the meeting for May 10 would be held at TexHas store on the Southwest corner of I-20 and Wichita street instead of 

Hide Crafters. We will get a tour of Haroldõs store that evening. 

Wes then started with new business.  Wes explained the guildõs non-profit classification and the need to complete the 501 3C filing. Then 

there was discussion on the IFOLG display for October.  Mr. Hurst commented that Guild member Bill Pierre volunteered to drive the display 

to New Mexico this year.  Jo Then made the statement to the guild that she thought working on the display should be set for Saturdays and 

not during guild meetings where she wants to conduct guild business and learn from the demos being performed vs. working on the display.  

Everyone was receptive to her suggestion, Then Darla asked the question of the guild that she thought we werenõt going to do a display this 

year to take a well deserved break.  At that time a little discussion was done on the subject and Pat voiced his opinion that he thought is 

would be nice to not have to worry about it this year and enjoy the show instead.  He then made a motion that we not do a display this year 

and Darla seconded the motion. 

A vote was taken 3 for and 3 against with several members abstaining.  During the middle of the vote discussion was made that we needed 

to think about it more and include more guild members.  Since we were in the middle of a vote Wes called for someone to òrise to the point 

of orderó and Cartie did so immediately. After brief discussion it was motioned, seconded, and voted to table the subject of the guild display 

until further notice. 

Cartie then asked for anyone submitting pictures to Howard for the newsletter to include some text with the picture so everyone would know 

what was going on when they viewed the newsletter. 

Cartie then volunteered to the point person to set up demos and projects at Hide Crafters on Saturdays for members and the public.  Jo also 

volunteered to help. 

Pat made the motion Jo seconded and a vote was taken to appoint Cartie as the point person for Saturdays at Hide Crafters é..all agreed 

and the motion carried. 

Trevor then asked if anyone had heard from Akiko in Japan since the earthquake and Tsunami and Wes informed the members present that 

he had sent her an email shortly after the disaster and had just received a response that very day.  He then proceeded to read her email 

response directly from his phone, Everyone was glad to hear that she and her family are safe and doing well.    It was suggested that Howard 

include her email response in the newsletter and Wes agreed to get it to Howard. 

Wes read the thank you notes the guild received from the winners of the Tarrant County Jr. Livestock Show Grand and Reserve Champion 

winners. 

We had Show and tell and then George Hurst finished his demo on coloring the Eagle Feather and then donated to finished project to the 

raffle drawing.  We had about 15 items for the raffle including Volume 1 Issue 1 of the Leather Crafters Journal.  Howard was the lucky win-

ner.

Thank you for such a kind email. I am so sorry that I didn't write you soon.   

  

My family and I are fine, safe.   I live in Kanagawa which is Tokyo area........next Tokyo. 

I was in Tokyo at that day.  And it was held Japan leather art exhibition there. When I just eat late lunch, I felt a  

strong earthquake.  We sheltered a park near the exhibition hall.  I saw some high-rise building is shaking. Cell phone 

 was not connected. All of transportations stoped. There were no vacancies at the hotel. And also bathroons...... 

.long long line...  I was walking, walking.....at last train bigan to move.  I came home at 3:00am. 

And it is still shaking, every day.  These are aftershok.  And now we were worried about nuclear power plant  

problems.   Terrible ! 

  

Anyway, I am safe and am making my leather work.  I will have my private exhibition on June 14 to 20. So I am so 

 busy now.   But I am going to Sheridan this May........almost every year trade show......Are you going there ? 

  

Please be back to Japan again Wes.
